CREATIVE EMBROIDERY - FROM DRAWING TO STITCHING  
This course is open to everybody who would like to learn the techniques of creative hand embroidery. 
You do not need to be able to draw to enjoy this course. Techniques of transferring images onto 
different textiles will be shown and you will learn a variety of styles for hand embroidery. The design 
element of the course will encourage you to explore images for stitch inspiration from your own 
photographs, found images or from drawings. You will be able to produce attractive hand embroidered 
textile images with simple designs that can be framed and presented in decorative ways.  
 
CORE SKILLS: 
• Develop samples of stitches- in a range of techniques including applique, gold work and surface 

embroidery. 
• Develop an understanding of how different textiles can be embroidered 
• Learn how to transfer a design onto fabric 
• Experiment with drawing to create your own unique embroideries 

 
MATERIALS LISTS: 
Students do not need to bring anything with them – unless they own their own embroidery frame – seat 
or floor. Embroidery scissors, thimble if required. A range of material and threads will be available to 
buy from the tutor and embroidery frames will be available to borrow during the course. 
 
Tutor: 

Becky graduated from the RSN Future Tutor Programme. During her time studying at the RSN she has 
embraced all opportunities to expand her knowledge, experience different techniques and develop a new 
skill base. She has participated in several high profile RSN projects including the Naomie Harris Oscar 
Dress and, following her Graduation (with Distinction); she has continued to work in the Studio whilst 
developing her own portfolio of Day Classes. She currently teaches Day Classes for the RSN across the 
UK and for our debut outing in Ireland as well as on the Certificate & Diploma in both the UK and the 
United States and Bespoke Classes.
